Reception

During the first half term, reception children will be learning to cope with the many new daily routines at school and develop their independence.  They will begin to build new relationships with their classmates and will work as part of a group or class, taking turns and sharing fairly.  Our main themes will be ‘All About Me’ and Autumn.
Year 1
In Year 2 this term we will be looking at the topic of ourselves and our home. In History we will be examining artefacts that were used to support chores in years gone by. In Design and technology the children will design and build a house. Through Science the children will become aware of their senses and also become familiar with the names of parts of the body.
Year 2
In year 2 this term we are looking at ways of being healthy for our science topic. We are also looking at Island homes for our geography topic focusing on Katie Morag and the Isle of Struay.  In Religious Education we are looking at ‘Creation’ and Harvest.
Year 3
This term Year 3 will be studying ‘teeth and Eating’ in science – this will include a visit to the class by a local dentist.  They will also be studying and testing out ‘Characteristics of Materials’.  In history our study of the Romans will include historical research challenges as well as literacy, art and craft activities.  We are hoping to culminate our topic by holding a roman feast – more details to follow!  A themed ‘World week’ will be held at the beginning of October – each class will be choosing a country and basing all their weeks work around it.  We will also be starting to learn French, including everyday greetings, numbers and school related vocabulary
Year 4
In History, the children will be looking at different aspects of World War 2, including what it was like for children during the Second World War, the blitz and rationing. They will also look at the treatment of Jewish people during the war by learning about the experiences of Anne Frank. Cross curricular links will be made with Geography and Literacy and there will be the opportunity to handle artefacts loaned from the Discovery Museum. In our first Science unit Moving and Growing, children will be learning about how the skeleton is related to movement and support in humans. They will also compare human bones and skeletons with those of other animals. In our Habitats unit, children will develop their understanding of the concept of a habitat and they will learn about how animals depend on plants or other animals which eat plants for food. This term in French the children consolidate and build on what they have learnt in Year 3. They will learn how to describe the weather, use the French alphabet to spell words and expand their vocabulary through listening to and reading the story of The Very Hungry Caterpillar.
Year 5
History – Examining how and why aspects of life have changed in Britain since 1948.
R.E. – Comparing key themes from world religions. Beginning to investigate the Hindu religion’s gods and famous tales.

Music – Exploring cyclical rhythms and pulses from music around the world. Recognising, performing and creating rhythmic drum patterns.

Science – Exploring aspects of healthy living, including diet, exercise, tooth-care and drug misuse.

Art – Arranging and presenting objects in still-life painting, with special focus on colour, tone and composition. Investigating the still-life works of famous artists and how they convey ideas and feelings.
Year 6

Year 6 have made a welcome return and settled in well to their new classroom, routines and responsibilities.  This half term Year 6 will be studying ‘Interdependence and Adaptation’ in Science, recognising how animals are suited to the habitat in which they live, representing feeding relationships in food chains beginning with a green plant and using keys to identify plants and animals. In ICT the children will use Powerpoint program to organise, refine and present a set of linked multimedia pages, which incorporate images, sounds and text.  They will be studying European travel and the discovery of the Aztec civilisation in History. In Art the theme is ‘People in Action’ and the children will be exploring and drawing the movement of figures.  They will learn to use set phrases to talk about the family, understand the numbers 21-30 and learn the vocabulary of colours during French lessons. In PE lessons they will receive specialist basketball training.
